
SCRIPTURE: 
READ AS A GROUP 

GENESIS 1:1
GENESIS 1:27

Ask (brief):
What word/words stands out to you from that verse?
Why that word?

WARM-UP
These questions help students name what they just heard, not debate it.

What do you think most people your age believe about God?
Do you think it’s harder to believe in God now than it was 50 years ago? Why?
If someone said, “Religion is just a delusion,” how would you feel?

Discussion
Genesis 1:1 (NIV)
“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” 

What claim is this verse making?
Why is that claim either incredibly powerful… or completely crazy?

TENSION
Ask:

If Christianity isn’t true, what does that mean about purpose?
If everything came from nothing, what does that say about meaning?
Do your actions show you believe in God — or just say you do?

⚠️ Let them answer.
 Don’t fix it.

Connect it:
If Christianity really is true, what part of your life would need to change?
Where are you most tempted to live like everything happened by accident instead of on purpose?

⚠ IMPORTANT:
 Do not explain yet. Let the message answer this tension.
